We define Cultural Competency as the capacity to understand, interact and communicate effectively with
people from differing cultural backgrounds. At Donnybrook DHS we aim to work collaboratively with local
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people to address matters that are relevant to our Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander students.

For example, staff were asked where
the spirits of the Noongar people can be found. It was also an opportunity to observe firsthand the negative
impact of non-indigenous plants of the river. The morning was very well received by staff and provided
valuable opportunities to take this learning into the classroom.
